I understand an individual who has been convicted of, or has charges pending for a felony or misdemeanor involving any sexual offense, child abuse, child endangerment, neglect, or who has been involved in related acts that would pose a risk to children or to the program’s credibility will not be accepted as a CASA/GAL Volunteer or any other program volunteer.  I understand that the program will give consideration to an individual with a misdemeanor or felony that is unrelated to posing a risk to children or the credibility of the program based on the extent of rehabilitation and/or other factors since the time of the offense.
