JURY QUESTIONNAIRE:

Please fully answer, date and sign the Jury Questionnaire, and make every effort to return it no later than November 19, 2021.  For your convenience, a self-addressed return envelope has been provided.   Your cooperation in answering all of the questions on the Questionnaire and returning it to us in a timely fashion is requested.

TERM OF SERVICE:

Your Jury Service will have you only report for a specific scheduled Trial, you will not be reporting in weekly.  Probate/Juvenile Court handles criminal and civil cases.  Trial Date will be December 20, 2021.
REPORTING TIME:   

On the day you report (12/20/2021), you will be required to report for Jury Service at the Delaware County Courthouse, 117 North Union Street, Delaware, Ohio, promptly at 8:15 a.m. (There will be signage to direct you once inside).  On the designated dates arrive in appropriate clothing for court, please no shorts or tank tops.  Please note that jury trials can extend beyond the one report date given. If you are not selected for service on the designated date, you will then be excused to leave.  
HOW TO CHECK ON YOUR REPORTING STATUS:

Many of the cases, both Civil and Criminal, are settled a day or two before the date of trial, therefore eliminating the need for Jurors to report for Jury Service.  In an effort to avoid having Jurors make unnecessary trips to the Delaware County Courthouse and as a general convenience to Jurors, Judge Hejmanowski encourages all jurors to check the status of the case by checking online at http://www.co.delaware.oh.us/court/juvenile or by calling 740-833-2605 between 2:30 p.m. and 4:30 p.m. on the last business day before you are scheduled to serve.  
EMERGENCY OR ILLNESS:

If you should become ill, or, if there is a death or a grave illness in your family or if a similarly serious problem should arise, you or some responsible person on your behalf must call Judge Hejmanowski’s office and secure an excuse from reporting on the designated date for Jury Service. UNABLE TO SERVE

If you are unable to serve on December 20, 2021 you must notify Judge Hejmanowski in writing and secure an excuse from reporting on the designated date.  Again, only Judge Hejmanowski is authorized to grant this type of temporary excuse from Jury Service. SCHEDULE OF FEES:


Jurors will receive $25.00 for each day they report to the Delaware County Probate/Juvenile Court for Jury Service.  However, Jurors actually seated on a trial will receive $40.00 for each day.  Further, no provision has been made by the Ohio Legislature for the payment of mileage.  Jury fees will be paid within sixty (60) days of actual Jury service.
LENGTH OF TRIALS: 


Length of Trials can be different for each specific case tried.  This matter is expected to be concluded within one day.
PARKING:

An official parking pass and map will be provided if you are summoned to report.  There is parking located on Sandusky Street, North Union Street, or in the lot behind the Hayes Building.  Please display the parking pass on your car dashboard.  You will not be required to pay the meter if your parking pass is displayed on your dashboard.  
MISCELLANEOUS:

When you enter the Courthouse, you will be required to go through a security checkpoint.  You may want to leave any unnecessary metal items at home or in your vehicle.  There maybe some waiting time involved so you might want to bring something to occupy your time.
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
